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 A CAMELLIA OF INTEREST AT ST. MARTINS, KILLARA                C.G. LOW 
 

St Martins Anglican Church at Killara is home to a very old Camellia of 

interest. The Rev. Matt Heazlewood spoke to me a few weeks ago as I 

was taking photos nearby and from his driveway. He asked if I could come 

to see the camellias in front of the church from the Arnold St. entrance. 

One very large tree with multiple trunks and covered in medium, white, 

formal double blooms with occasional pink streaks takes your attention 

immediately. At the presentation of the ICS Certificate to the Eryldene 

Board at the church, Dr Stephen Utick had a look at the tree and closely 

at its flowers and was of the opinion that it was ‘Contessa Calini’. 

This variety has been known to collectors since Fratelli Ravelli listed it in his Catalogue in 1852, and to find it 

in Killara is quite unusual. It is known elsewhere in Australia as it is listed in the “2019 Nomenclature of 

Camellias in Australia”.
